Signed articles organized within chronological framework. Emphasis is on political, diplomatic, economic, 
and social history. Heavily illustrated with photographs, drawings, and maps. Concludes with brief 
biographies and bibliography. Subject index. 
 
Companion to Irish History, 1603-1921: from the Submission  Ref DA 912 N485 1991 
of Tyrone to Partition
An encyclopedia of people, groups, policies and laws, battles, movements and philosophies relating to 
three centuries of the English domination and appropriation of Ireland.

1,700 figures drawn from Irish history, arranged alphabetically. Includes bibliography. 150 photos 
included.

Biographies of notable inhabitants of Great Britain beginning in 1901. 
 
A New Dictionary of Irish History Since 1800   Ref DA 949.7 H53 2003 
Brief articles cover both Irelands since 1800, including political, economic and military history, social 
history, and the arts, literature, folk customs, and religion. 
 
Encyclopedia of Ireland: an A-Z guide to its people, places  Ref DA 906.E53 2000 
history and culture  
Features 300 biographies, 500 historical entries, 400 geographical entries, 15 chronologies on various 
developments in Irish history, and 200 quotations. 64 color, 150 b&w illustrations.

Alphabetical historical dictionary with entries on famous people, important institutions, major events, and 
other aspects of Irish social, political, and cultural life.

Brief, signed articles on persons, places, terms, and objects relating to language, literature, fine arts, 
architecture, decorative arts, music, theater, etc. Illustrations.

Biography
Brief biographies on over 1400 Irish men and women who have made notable contributions in their fields 
during the 20th century.

Contains some 1800 entries which are organized alphabetically, ranging from medieval times to the 
present.

Annotated bibliography to works relating to the conflict in Northern Ireland since partition. Author index 
only. 
 
Modern Ireland: a Bibliography on Politics, Planning, Research Ref DA 906 S52 
and Development 
Topics covered include history, politics, geography and natural resources, business, social services. 
Emphasizes the 20th-Century.

42 short readings, including legal documents, essays, newspaper articles and poems. Documents range 
from St. Patrick's Confession to the Good Friday Agreement of 1998. Entries Reflect a wide range of 
perspectives.

Alphabetically arranged entries including addresses, education, current and former positions, 
professional activities, honors, research and publications, etc.

The Writers Directory        Ref PN 771 W75 
Lists approximately 17,400 writers of fiction and nonfiction who have published at least one full-length 
work in English. Entries contain some or all of the following elements: name, pseudonym information, 
nationality, birth year, genres, brief career information, publications, address, and death notation and year 
(Obituaries Section only).
