Student Conduct Meeting

« Alleged violation(s)
o Student(s) review rights and provide an account of the incident
* DOS Office shares alleged violation(s)

« DOS Office reviews process, asks questions, and clarifies discrepancies
« Meeting moves into formal administrative hearing or, if appropriate, the case is

referred to the Student Court or Student Conduct Board

Student Court

 Court hears the case, determines
responsibility and recommends sanctions
* DOS Office reviews decision (reserves
the right to modify) and sanction
recommendations
* DOS Office notifies students of
outcomes and sanctions

Administrative Hearing

* May require 1 or more meetings to resolve
the matter
* DOS Office determines “responsible/not
responsible” and sanctions
« DOS Office notifies students of outcome and
sanctions

Student Conduct Board

« Board hears serious alleged violation(s)
« Most formal of the hearing bodies
o Determines responsibility and
recommends sanctions to DOS Office
« DOS Office reviews recommendations
and determines sanctions; office notifies
student of outcome and sanctions

Student informed in writing of outcome of all

student conduct matters
* Whenever possible, individual meetings take place as well
« Matter is closed and sanctions take effect immediately
