Introduction

The Higher Education Reauthorization Act of 1998 requires all colleges and universities with initial teacher
preparation programs to annually report pass rates on the certification assessments of those who have
completed preparation programs for their initial teaching certificate. At Fairfield University, this includes
undergraduate students in the education minor program, which prepares for secondary certification, as well
as graduate students preparing for certification as elementary, secondary, special education, ESL/Bilingual
education teachers and school media specialists. Although Fairfield University also prepares certified
school psychologists and school counselors, these endorsements are not reported under Title II.

The definition of a “program completer” used by Fairfield University has been revised for 2005-2006
reporting to include those who have satisfactorily completed all coursework identified in their planned
program but may not have taken or passed the Praxis I or ACTFL assessments which have been mandated
by the Connecticut State Department of Education. In the past, only those who completed all coursework
and mandated assessments were included.
