Accessing Course Materials Through ERes

1. Connect to the Internet via Internet Explorer, Netscape or another browser.

2. Go to this URL:  http://eres.fairfield.edu

3. Click on the link that says “Electronic Reserves: Documents and Course Materials.”

4. Find your department or your instructor’s name on either of the two pull down menus, select it, and click on “go.”

5. Click on the hyperlinked course title.

6. Type in the secret course password that your professor gave you, read the copyright information, and click on the gray “accept” button if you choose to continue.

7. Now you should be in the course page.  You’ll see the items your professor wants you to access listed there.

8. Click on any document.  You should now be able to open, read and print it.

If you have trouble opening any documents, please click on the link labeled “Problems viewing PDF or other file formats?  Read this!” (just above the list of course readings).  The information behind this link should help you to open or read any documents by showing you how to download plug-in viewers from the Web.
