LINKING TO JSTOR

We have received many requests from librarians and faculty members who wish to create simple and stable URLs for the full-text articles in JSTORfor the purpose of linking from coursepacks, online syllabi, e-reserves,and other web pages. We are happy to announce that we now have such a tool available.  Our Citation Linking Tool has been designed to take submitted citation

information and search the JSTOR archive for the desired item. The results of the search are returned on a web page, and include the article citation and a stable URL built upon this information. The resulting URL may be cut and pasted into existing web pages.
