DIRECTIONS TO THE QUICK CENTER FOR THE ARTS

FROM NEW YORK CITY AND POINTS SOUTH:

Take the Connecticut Turnpike (1-95) northbound to exit 22, turn left onto ROUND HILL ROAD. At the second stop sign, turn right onto BARLOW ROAD. Follow 1/2 block to the University entrance. Turn left through the stone gates that say “200 BARLOW ROAD”.

*(see “rest of directions” below)

Take the Merritt Parkway (RT 15) northbound to exit 44, take a left off of the exit onto CONGERSS STREET then a very quick right onto BLACK ROCK TURNPIKE (RT 58).** Follow about 2 miles then take a right onto STILLSON ROAD (RT 135). At the second light bear left onto NORTH BENSON ROAD, then at the second light turn right onto BARLOW ROAD. Turn right through the stone gates that say “200 BARLOW ROAD”. *(see “rest of directions” below)

FROM NEW HAVEN AND POINTS NORTH:
Take the Connecticut Turnpike (1-95) southbound to exit 22, turn right onto NORTH BENSON ROAD (RT 135 North). Turn left at the first light onto BARLOW ROAD. Turn right through stone gates that say “200 BARLOW ROAD”. *(see “rest of directions” below)

Take the Merritt Parkway (RT 15) southbound to exit 44, turn left off of the exit then take another left onto BLACKROCK TURNPIKE (RT 58) **See “Merritt Parkway” above for the rest of the directions.

FOR SCENERY TRUCKS, CREW CARS AND DROP OFFS

At the fork bear right, the Quick Center is on the left. Pass the Center to the first driveway on the left. The loading dock is for temporary parking only.

FOR VAN, CAR, AND BUS PARKING

At the fork bear left and follow the road up and to the right, Quick Center parking is on the right. The narrow stairs lead to the backstage area. Turn left at the base of the stairs for loading dock area.

LOADING DOCK

The loading dock is located behind the building. It is approximately 2’6” from ground level and can accommodate one 50 ft truck at a time. There is no dock plate. Between the loading dock and backstage there are no stairs or turns, the doors are 10 ft tall and 8 ft wide.
SCENE SHOP

The scene shop sits between the dock and the stage. The shop may be used for storage of road boxes or scenery if arranged ahead of time.
STAGE DIMENSIONS

The proscenium is flexible from 55 ft to 35 ft wide and from 24 ft to 15 ft tall. The overall width is 72 ft and the proscenium to the back wall measures 41 ft. down stage of the proscenium is a thrust stage which is 12 ft up and down stage (see ground plan).

STAGE FLOOR (DANCE COMPANIES TAKE NOTE)

The stage floor is constructed of tongue and groove oak flooring over ¾ inch plywood with neoprene pads to provide spring. The floor is blond in color and is in excellent condition. The danceable sprung floor measures 35 ft deep to the back wall by 72 ft wide. Obstructions stage right limit hard leg openings to 36 ft with minimal up/down stage access (see ground plan). Nails, staples, stage screws or any other devices which will puncture, mar or harm the floor in any way MAY NOT BE USED.

ELECTRICAL POWER

A company switch is located upstage left and is 3 phase 400amp service. There are no connectors. The licensed campus electrician is required for tie-in and disconnect.
DRESSING ROOMS

Dressing rooms are located through the up stage right door. One common green room is shared by 2, 10 person rooms with mirrors, showers and bathroom facilities. A smaller green room is shared by 2 single person dressing rooms.

COSTUME SHOP

The costume shop is located near the dressing rooms. There is an iron, ironing board, washing machine, dryer and several costume racks.

DIMMING

288 Circuits throughout the theatre, all but 5-16 FOH are dimmer per circuit. All dimmers are 2.4 k. All connectors are 3 pin-stage pin.

SOUND

The PA consists of a three-way cluster fed by two JBL amps and 2 EV SPX 300 side fills fed by one JBL amp. The cluster hangs center stage, downstage of plaster line and is not stereo.  The side fills are located to either side of the center cluster and are not stereo.  There is one monitor mix to the stage.
The mixing console is a CREST with 16 inputs. There are two EV spx 300 monitor wedges. Two CD players, two cassette tape decks

Location is rear house left in a booth with large windows that open.
